GK Al Kingman was leisurely thumbing through a
Catholic publication when he came across an article
entitled “Project Moses.” Curious as to what that meant
he read the article which told how a 10 Commandments
monument was removed in 2000 from the Wyandotte
County Courthouse in Kansas City after the American
Civil Liberties Union threatened to sue over what it
claimed was a violation of the First Amendment to the
Constitution. The article went on to say how one man,
John Menghini, from Ascension Parish in Overland Park,
Kansas was so alarmed by the removal of the monument
that he came up with the idea of placing 10 commandment
monuments on religious properties, both Jewish and
Christian. Project Moses’ goal is to place 7000 monuments
at churches, synagogues, religious schools and private
properties that will help fund a proposed $10 million
memorial to the 10 Commandments in Washington, D.C.

Al was so intrigued by this article that he immediately
contacted the Project Moses office in Omaha, Nebraska
and shortly received a packet of materials explaining how

a group could get involved. After getting enthusiastic
support from Fr. Lombardo, GK Al took the idea to the
officers of the Knights of Columbus who were very much
in favor of pursuing this project. Chancellor Steve Ancell
was appointed Chairman. Project Moses was taken to the
full membership of the K of C where it gained enthusiastic
endorsement. It was decided that Project Moses should be
a full parish undertaking whereby parishioners would be
told about the project from the pulpit and be encouraged
to donate. DGK Gary Gazaille volunteered to man a table
after masses to collect donations from parishioners and to
put in orders for the mini-plaques and monuments that
were sold. Gary said he was amazed at the tremendous
parishioner support. Many Knights helped with this
project, ensuring its success.

When the 10 Commandments monument is installed in the
front of the Church, it will remind us what we’re really all
about and what we are capable of accomplishing when we
work together as a Council and a Parish. And it will serve
as a legacy to Grand Knight Al Kingman who inspired us
with his leadership in “Project Moses.”
